In 2009, our survey of news articles shows that 733 murder-suicides occurred resulting in 1691 loved ones dead or wounded; 133 of these were children 18 and younger.  These events create a further devastation Children Without Parents.  

304 known orphans were created by murder-suicides in 2009 alone; 216 children reportedly witnessed or discovered the scene!
THE WORST STATES FOR MURDER-SUICIDES
1. CA-64 Events, 169 Dead or wounded in 2008 and FL had 70 events with 164 dead in 2009

2. TX-53 Events, 125 Dead or wounded in 2008 and CA had 67 events with 155 deceased in 2009
3. FL-36 Events, 79 Dead or wounded in 2008 and         TX had 58 events with 133 deceased in 2009 
4. NC-27 Events, 54 Dead or wounded in 2008 and OH had 37 events with 84 deceased in 2009 
5. PA-22 Events, 53 Dead or wounded in 2008 and        PA had 33 events with 77 deceased in 2009
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EVERY 18 MINUTES SOMEONE IN AMERICA DIES BY SUICIDE—EVERY 19 MINUTES SOMEONE IS LEFT TO MAKE SENSE OF IT!

While murder-suicides are not as often as a suicide, they still leave countless numbers of survivors to suffer overwhelming traumatic grief.  Support groups are helpful when learning to survive and live with traumatic grief.  Your support will help start these much needed groups!

 Research is so critical to understanding and supporting survivors as we learn their needs. This data is difficult to obtain, as no full reporting system exists yet. 
 Though the numbers are not perfect, they are enough of a picture to show that this problem is clearly not going away. Our current financial conditions are only fueling the fires; it is getting worse by the hour, and these survivors need a place to turn. We are that haven of understanding support and survival guidance.


First moments of the aftermath
There are so many things that the survivors have to face beyond the initial shock and immense pain that is always part of the event. They must figure out how to survive the unimaginable.  They face everything from the media, investigations, who will deal with the trauma scene, legal issues, and so much more! Not to mention the agonizing guilt many feel, suicidal feelings, and much more that goes with traumatic grief. There are also many costs that arise such as burial, trauma scene cleanup, counseling, medical bills, and even legal fees. Many surviving families find themselves completely wiped out by these events and they lose everything. 
Our organization is working to implement grant programs for the unforeseen costs. We will be doing multiple fundraising activities to aid in supporting the many needs of survivors.
